The game
results have convinced me to reach this conclusion.l have read and studied the 2/1 (2 over 1) book by Grant and
Rodwell (also bought from .com). IMHO, the book does not prepare the newbiesin difficult 1 Notrump Forcing in
responder’s rebid. Bergen's booklet titled Understanding One Notrump included many literally AWFUL and awkward
when you have to rebid your hand after INT forcing and your partner has rebid.l have recommended the Bergen series
of books to a newbie with less than 50 master points.
