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internet tend to just be the commands, with no description of how and when to use them. The combos in this book are 
both practical and detailed. They go so far as to tell you when to adjust your positioning in the combos.- It has 
strategies, for all levels of play. If you are just getting started, it will tell you what moves to favor for their safety and 
general utility. If you are an intermediate player, it will tell you how to take advantage of your character's strengths 
and compensate for their weaknesses.

This guide gives you not just the basic nuts bolts but the more advanced information you 
need to become a competent player.The guide starts with the extremely useful 34 page outline (in SMALL fonts - 
same for the entire guide) of gameplay systems, but the rundowns of every character. The character rundown here is 
not like the Prima SSF4 guide, which was content to show special moves and a brief section on basic strategies. Each 
character here has an incredibly detailed rundown on strengths and weaknesses, complements, combos, and strategy 
ideas for important situations in the game. For example, you can learn about character X's options in the air, on the 
ground, in the corner, on offense, on defense, while utilizing X-Factor, as an assist, and so forth. It's really, really good 
stuff and it's something that I think any player of this game could benefit from.Keep in mind, this guide is not afraid to 
liberally use the crazy fighting game terminology that other guides I have read shy away from. It includes a glossary 
so people can look up any terms they are unaware of. Of course, once you learn this terminology you can hop on 
internet sites and communicate (and understand) what people are talking about when they talk about this game - a 
useful tool!My only real complaint about this guide is that the organization is all over the place.
