There isn't much text in the book either, but as | was purchasing it for the photos, that part didn't really bother me (but
if you're looking for an introduction to Max's, | wouldn't look to this as the answer). If you are buying this book as a
complement to High On Rebellion, | would say go for it. Although some of the same photos are featured, there are
plenty of different ones, although most aren't that rare, and | was a bit disappointed that there was but one photo of
Cyrinda Foxe (former wife of David Johansen and Steven Tyler, aWarhol darling, and a back room staple), and it was
one |'d already seen many times before.
